Executive Committee Minutes
10-19-10

In attendance: Cassie Beard, John Nolan, Luke Freeland, Isaac Robinson III, Kyle Olmstead, Danny Hague, Brett Cline, Zach Buckler, Bridget Han, Tina Schutter, Molly Troop, Erin Blankers, Lauren Massey
Hague: no report
Han: have we passed the motion sponsoring international idol?

Robinson: it passed, but i vetoed it

Han: i saw that you have two roundtables coming up, do you have to request money for that

Massey: yes, will get that ordered, should just be refreshments

Han: just let her know, if it is through Sodexho you don’t have to do an FRF.
Freeland: BOG met last week, nothing too exciting happened, been talking to some of the Governors about smoking resolutions, seems like they really want a way to enforce it
Robinson: we now have enforcement language from the Dean

Buckler: Joey gave him some notes about Truman at the Capital; right now it looks as if we’ll be significantly under budget

Cline: just wanting to talk about the 15% penalty. Doesn’t think it is fair to tack on this penalty after we get the money back, don’t think the punishment should be monetary; should be a period where access to requesting funding is blocked

Han: but they only have one chance per year

Cline: yes; just opposed to us taking money from them even as a punishment for that; maybe block them for two years if they violate the guidelines

Beard: think the only reason they should be punished is if they just try to take money; if they fail to organize the event they shouldn’t be punished, obviously something has to motivate them to return money within two weeks

Troop: is it stipulated that they are cancelling event, not someone cancelling coming in?

Robinson: yes, with cancellation, the bullet point added in at the meeting that is

Blankers: they wouldn’t be penalized; they would still have the two weeks. within that period things should be fixed, the only way that she can see it going wrong is if they cancel it, don’t tell us, and keep the  money, in which case this seems fair

Buckler: was this talked about last week?
Robinson: yes; his thoughts last week were that by funding an event we are not funding another, which is keeping money from those who should be following the guidelines.

Beard: 15% is a good tool if they don’t pay it back within two weeks

Nolan inquires of Cline: why are you opposed to that?

Cline: does not like monetary penalty

Robinson: if you change a contact person, you could get around it

Troop: people change year to year

Nolan: max amount?
Robinson: up to $500

Nolan: so there is nothing in place about if they already purchased something in preparation. they still have to pay back full amount?

Robinson: yes; the committee can always exercise their discretion

Cline: last question, could we move the amount requested up into the program information section?
Robinson: sure, it’s in several other sections as well. did you want it in a different place?

Cline:  not a big deal

Robinson: if you look at mac.truman.edu their application is similar

Cline: so what is up isn’t the final form?

Robinson: correct

Blankers: no report

Robinson: found out this afternoon that the list of programs being reviewed is made public

Blankers: that accounts for double majors?
Robinson: no, that’s also a problem, it’s something about federal law and how it counts majors,  and our system hasn’t been updated to do that either
Massey: no one has gotten back about the Reshall roundtable, no RSVP yet, will send out a reminder e-mail. Does anyone have the org signup list?
Olmstead: took it by mistake

Massey: all spots appear to be filled, will update display case next week

Robinson: with the display case, there is a showcase on the 30th if we can get it done by then
Troop: e-mailed student affairs of ATSU to get contacts for Kirksville-wide emergency response, any other way to get a hold of them? can’t find group contact, looked at standing rules but still no contact for them. still going to try to meet with tom johnson after we get back from break

Nolan: a resolution for Local Foods. not sure if last time it was funded in part by student senate, not sure we should fund the whole thing

Beard: do they have other ways of getting funding fo rthis?

Nolan: the only other way is for it to go into interdisciplinary studies budget. even if we don’t fund it, it will probably still happen, but we should support it somehow

Robinson:  we had people use meal blocks, we rounded up to $4, write down student’s name and ID number, that brings down cost quite a bit

Nolan: not sure how it was done last year

Robinson: how many people will this be for?

Nolan: there were lots of spinach and several pigs, but that is all info he’s gotten for now, thinks meal blocks are a great idea, interdisciplinary studies will pick up whatever we can’t. so if we use meal blocks and bring down costs, we can fund some of the remaining portion

Han: do you need money for promotion?

Nolan: no, this is someone else’s deal, that’s already being taken care of

Robinson: do you have any idea of how many people are attending?

Nolan: not sure, will find out

Robinson: just with meal blocks it’s about 180 people to cover costs.

Nolan: about that many came last year

Robinson: farmers costs won’t take meal blocks, but we could use meal blocks to cover as much of the sodexho’s costs as possible, do the meal blocks in the money motion, then you won’t have to suspend standing rules for a resolution

Beard: no report

Schutter: no report

Olmstead: no report

Robinson: faculty senate is getting ready for next meeting, changes paino wanted to make to evaluations are coming before body, something about adding student input to evaluations, was gotten rid of in past but paino wants to bring it back;

programs under review from exec staff, with the talk of closing programs, the university is trying to figure it out what the process is for closing programs, it’s been awhile since that has happened; in addition, he vetoed three things; also starting to work on putting syllabi online, meeting some resistance, the president is behind it, one of the biggest argument is that it is their intellectual property
Blankers: where online would this be?

Robinson:  envisions it being set up similarly to professor ratings, must be affiliated with university to view it

Buckler: found information in syllabi from other universities online

Blankers: feels like the fact that is only available to students should quell a lot of arguments against it

Robinson: also may be problematic for professors who don’t complete syllabi until

Blankers:  only have to submit portion, without schedule?

Robinson: if you have a day by day breakdown, great, but looking more for main learning objectives and textbooks, as well as main requirements for the course (tests, papers, etc)

Troop:  breakdown of points

Blankers: updated each semester?

Robinson: yes, will hopefully have more information next week
Buckler:  do you know anything more about presidents meeting tomorrow?

Robinson: 2:30 tomorrow, update of the budget, not a lot has changed since July,  but the reason behind it is that he promised transparency and updates, just wants to go out and update people, also because he is going to discuss 16:1 taskforce, addressing faculty raises, other administrative positions have gotten a raise under Krueger, but some faculty members are upset about it

Buckler: how long did it run last time?

Robinson: an hour and a half

Troop: where is it?

Robinson: Georgian Room, 2:30pm

Beard: a professor here made TruTouch for iPhones, can see availability of computers and contact information, it’s free!

Freeland:  can even look up books and weather, combines things you can find on Truman website
