Student Senate Meeting Minutes
November 5, 2006

Meeting called to order at 5:00

Last week’s minutes did not include the vote counts, which need to be included.
Brett Wiley requested that Student Senate co-sponsor ECO’s speaker (Robert Kennedy, Jr.) for Earth Week. The event would cost $25,200 and FAC may give $5,000 to the event. If that happens, Senate will not give money to the speaker. President Crawford said that Senate has funded Earth Week to some extent in the past. Treasurer Kessler said that last year’s funding was approximately $1,137. Senator Hadley was perturbed that FAC would send ECO to Senate before funding had been approved. Treasurer Kessler said that Senate could fund other activities of Earth Week if FAC funded the speaker. Associate Senator Seibert asked about the speaker and his relevance to Earth Week. 
Senator Kelchen said that FAC was created to take care of funding issues and that it is not part of Senate’s current mission. Senior Senator Poindexter asked what the money was used for last year—mostly publicity. Senator Kappel asked how the speaker would benefit the Truman community—it would attract a lot of attention and help educate people about environmental concerns. The speaker is similar to Al Gore’s work on global warming. Advisor Burden advised that the discussion be routed into a motion through a committee of Senate. Senator Esfeld asked how much money would be requested—anything over the $5,000 from FAC. 
Speaker Van Amburg yielded to Senator Poindexter to appoint Lisa Schellenberger as an associate senator. Appointment approved. President Crawford moved to appoint Senator Hadley as Educator of the Year chairwoman. Senator Kelchen asked whether her first action would be to take down last year’s bulletin board, which is still outside Mainstreet Market—she said that would be her first action on Monday morning. Appointment approved.
Senator Kelchen moved to suspend the agenda to move directly to money motions. Approved without objection.

Treasurer Kessler moved $131.72 as a correction to a previous $200 motion for Senate letterhead and envelopes. Motion approved.

Senator Hadley moved that no more than $50 be spent on refreshments for the scholarship reception, with the money to be spent no later than November 30, 2006. The reception will be held at the November 19 meeting. Motion approved.
Senator Hogan moved discussion time regarding FrontPage. He does not have a personal copy of FrontPage and would like Senate to pay for a copy of the program for his personal computer. This would allow him to update the website more frequently. The program would cost approximately $50 and would still be the property of Senate. Advisor Burden said that the program could only be run on a few computers at a time. Associate Senator Seibert asked why FrontPage was chosen as the program—not all computers have other web design programs. President Crawford asked whether anyone would object if this came up on a money motion. Senator Kelchen said that he might, if the program can only be used once or twice. Associate Senator Seibert asked whether ITS would install FrontPage on his personal computer for free—that is not the case. Representative Wisa said that certain majors can get free software from ITS and FrontPage might be one of the programs.

President Crawford moved to return to the original agenda.

Secretary (Kessler)—He is taking care of the speaker’s applications in lieu of the secretary. The speaker will be elected at next Sunday’s meeting. Senator Poindexter turned in the CSI roster. The room lottery is November 14 and Treasurer Kessler will take care of the room reservation. 

President—Excomm will be at 7:30 on Thursday mornings for the rest of the semester. Please get together your busy schedules for next semester—she’s hoping for an early evening time on Wednesday or Thursday. She is thinking ahead to the February report to the Board of Governors. 

Speaker—He is leaving for Jefferson City (with Senator Maness) during the spring semester. 
Academic Affairs—There will be a meeting on November 16 about military science. Questions will be brought to a regional military science conference. 

External Affairs—Chairwoman Maness doesn’t understand why nobody wants her position. She will be sending out reminder e-mails telling people to vote on Tuesday. 

Student Affairs—There will be a survey on the blackout hour coming soon. 

Campus Diversity—The spots for Collegetown have been filled. The diversity retreat will be December 2 from 11-1 at the MAC. 

Campus Environment—A resolution on LEED will be coming soon. 

Webmaster—The website is being kept current, especially the events and news pages. 
Recruitment Director—She will be going to the political science division to see if professors will give extra credit for whomever wants to be the External Affairs chair. Senator Kelchen asked why only political science classes were considered.

Scholarship—29 students were nominated for the scholarships and the committee will be doing interviews on the 15th and 16th of November. The recipients will be notified on November 17 and honored at the November 19 Senate meeting. Please arrive at 5:45 for that meeting. 
Educator of the Year—The old display case will be taken care of tomorrow. An application will be placed online for committee members as soon as possible.
