Student Senate Minutes 2.17.2008

Meeting Begins at 6:02 PM

Miller moves a Resolution Concerning a Service Scholarship-

· Miller introduces Whitey Holt and his resolution concerning Camp Wonderland; a program which allows students to volunteer by aiding in a camp for children with special needs.

· Holt explains that he worked at the camp, and had attempted to actively promote it on campus. He has had trouble getting more students to join because the pay is only 175$ per week.  He feels this would benefit students, and encourage more to apply.

· Esfeld supports the idea of service, but has issues with lending support to a specific philanthropy. She doesn't like Senate singling out one organization, and feels that traditionally we have not done things like this for a reason.  There is a way to support students in their endeavor to do good service work, but this is not the exact way to go about it.

· Students in GENERAL who have done outstanding service should be eligible for a potential service scholarship.  Why the change from “volunteering” to “working”?

· Miller says that the pay is little, but there.

· Esfeld wants to support SERVICE, this job still does pay.

· Esfeld's question was whether or not this is the organization supported by Miller's and Holt's fraternity.  They answer that it has been in the past, but not presently.

· Mozzaffar appreciates the intent of the resolution, but also feels that this is too restrictive. Students should be able to participate in philanthropies that interest them.

· Wisa is worried that we may not be able to fund this.

· Miller says the Scholarship committee would handle the details

· Miller prefaces his main point by saying Camp Wonderland is a great organization, and that even if it opens up to any philanthropy, we still need to pick ONE.  He is willing to compromise, and wants to bring the new resolution incorporating the opportunity for all philanthropies to be sponsored.  This will come as a new resolution next week, as per the standing rules.

· The resolution as it stands now is withdrawn.

President S. appoints Ellen to the Chair of the SOCC

· She holds leadership positions in PSP, and has also been promoted to building supervisor at the RecCenter.

· She is appointed.

Emily Cruise resigned at the end of last semester, and is removed with no objection.

OLD BUSINESS

Flanagan moves to second read her Refund Request resolution.

· Alberts feels that the process concerning how a meeting/refund occurs is too vague, and needs to be clarified.

· Mozzafar is worried about which senators will be meeting with these persons requesting their refunds back; suppose the comm director should meet with these persons.

· Hayes feels that we should rotate senators, always; everyone should hear these people.

· President S. wants to assign it to one person

· Esfeld wants the CD to do the contact, and schedule senators to meet with them.

· CD Hanks would like to meet with herself, the requester, AND a senator.

· Hayes suggests scheduling these meetings during the office hour.

· No friendlies exist at this point.

· Esfeld moves textual changes to the resolution.

· Hayes would like to just include the CD, and schedule during Senators Office Hours if possible.

· The resolution is amended, such that once they (the refund requester) send in the request the money by completing the satisfaction survey, they are contacted by the Comm Director.  A meeting is held, after which the refund is applied.

Miller moves a resolution concerning raffles

· He feels that the conduct code is being interpreted incorrectly, and that the resolution be delivered to Gichirst and Hoffman.  He feels that the LAW allows for raffles, and the that the University is wrongly interpreting the legal definition.

· Hayes wants whoever HOFFMAN specified; it is amended to go to the Dean.

· Zotos wants to know if the administration has been contacted.  Some have been...  Miller wants a formal resolution in case further action is needed.

· Esfeld was wondering this if this could be handled at the conduct code review.  Miller wants the take it to the BoG; this issue can not wait a year, according to him.  She friendly amends to strike line 23 on page 2.  It is accepted.

· Millburg inquires if the raffle kicks back to the charity AND the organization.

· Miller says that it goes exclusively to the charity.

· President S. inquires as to how the basketball is allowed to do this.

· Staff advisor Laura Bates states that the policies are applied inconsistantly.

· The motion passes by 10-2.

Flanagan moves the first reading of a resolution concerning security.

· Hayes commends Flanagan on the speeding crafting of this resolution.

· Flanagan relays a suggestion from Governor Emeritus Kiddoo to add a line commending the University for pass efforts, and send it to the governor.

· President S. does not believe we must commend the the University in order to send it to the governor.

· Hayes understands the political move, but also understands that it might be disingenuous to include it at that point.  Doesn't feel there's anything too damning in the resolution.  He suggests that it is not yet necessary to send it to the governor.

· President S. and Flanagan feel that this SHOULD be enough to get the committee reconvened. President S. asks that the time table be moved back a week, allowing for a full month before the deadline.  (Line 32, page 2)

· Advisor Bates points out grammatical issues on line 19, line 36, and line 8.

· Mozzafar inqures as to why the Arete quotes are not together.

· Flanagan felt that it flows better in its present form.

· Mozzaffar friendlies that the Arete points are condensed to a single section.

· Zotos points out additional redundancy.  

· Flanagan feels that it could have merit, being reiterated, but agrees to to strike the second iteration of the Senate's authority to comment on policy.

·  President S. wants the resolution to emphasize more on collaboration between University departments, as well as the administration and students.

· Zotos moves that the title is amended from “Campus Security” to “Campus Safety”

· Because “Safety is always Security, but Security is not always Safety”.

· It is amended so.

· Flanagan moves to suspend the standing rules to pass the resolution tonight.

· It is passed!

Miller moves his resolution concerning HB 2408 on Textbook Transparency

· Rishe inquires what the GAO is.  (Gov't Accoutability Office)

· Millburg identifies “University” being misspelled, and encourages support for the resolution.

· Miller includes language to ensure additional changes made to the bill counter to the intent would not be supported by this resolution.  Esfeld clarifies this by adding in the title of the bill (textbook transparency) in the “therefor be it resolved” to do this, effectively.

· Hayes remembers this discussion concerning Senate supporting specific legislation. 

· Mozzaffar recounts a former legislative directors comment that Resolutions must be specific to bills to have any weight.

· Miller says that there is no middle ground; you either support or do not support.

· It is first read.

Speaker Poindexter relinquishes the chair to Senator Wisa.

Speaker Poindexter moves the Student Senate election time line.

· This is just for the timetable; the packet will be moved next.

· Alberts says we will not meet the 23rd, but rather the 24th (in light of Easter), most likely.

· Hayes likes that campaign is set to two weeks; any longer he feels would be too great of a strain.

· Mozzaffar asks if there are any big changes.

· Poindexter says that the only change is that petitions can be filed up until the Friday before the election.

· Alberts states that the majority of violations come from people campaigning before campaigning begins.

· It is approved.

Speaker Poindexter moves the Student Senate Spring 2008 Election packet.

· Poindexter removed explicit reference to dates; those are all in the timeline now.  Also removed a lot of verbiage.

· Esfeld inquires what was on the other pages (not available in phyiscal form)

· President S. confirms that the restrictions concerning tabling were removed.

· It is passed.

Speaker Poindexter moves 200$ to be spent no later than April 20th to advertise the election.

· CD Hanks supplied the figure for this; it should provide posters, and other miscellany.

· Daniel promises to spend the money before the campaign begins!

· It is passed.

Senator Wisa relinquishes the chair back to Senator Wisa.

Senator Wisa moves 25$ to be spent no later than March 1st for the Budget Review Survey.

· Random number generator will be used to choose the winner from the list of persons who took the survey.


Senator Wisa moves 300$ for HIV testing to be administered by Junior and Senior nursing majors.

· Givogue clarifies that this is available to all students.

· Esfeld asks if this could be moved to Student Affairs to be sustained in the future, in spite of Senator Wisa graduating.

· The money is moved.

· Meeting with President Dixon concerning security, and Baldwin/Pershing issues on behalf of SAB.

· Met with Laura Bates, JoEllen Flanagan concerning the Big Event service initiative.  Decided on some specifics concerning the number of students to be involved.  Wants to name it something catchy!!
