Legislative Process
· Basically, committees write a resolution over what they want to get done; they send it to Brett and the body for a first reading

· First reading is just a discussion and it can be changed if needed

· After that it goes back to the executive committee, and it is changed if necessary

· Next is 2nd reading at the meeting, after which it can be voted on

· This is where you can make amendments if you want something to be changed

· If a resolution is first read, and nothing changes it is auto 2nd read in the next week

· If it is tabled, it must be un-tabled in 2 weeks; otherwise it will be considered first read again
