IV. Other Reports
a. Chairman of the Athletic Fee Accountability Committee
i. Senate does not need to approve but can veto with a 2/3 vote
ii. Committee had a list of priorities, and the committee selected 5 projects:
1. Purchasing new sound system, flooring, and bleachers in Pershing Arena ($500-600 thousand)
2. New wrestling mat and padding ($12 thousand)
a. Have 2 mats, used in Greenwood School; one mat is a health hazard leaving them with only one useable mat; looking to host wrestling conference matches here
b. Each year, a different school has an opportunity to host and Truman’s year is next year
3. New starting blocks for pool ($15 thousand)
4. New washing/drying machines—downstairs in Pershing there is 1 working washer and 1 working dryer, which is used to clean all gear and uniforms; originally there were 3 ($20-25 thousand)
5. New batting cages installed in small gym in Pershing ($20 thousand)
iii. Budget right now is $1.5 million dollars
iv. Total is $6.5 thousand 
v. Fee should be used for athletic facilities and to support Truman Athletics
vi. Fee comes from students at beginning of semester

a. Money Motion for Diversity Roundtable $200 (Owens) [Pass]
i. $50 for the room and then small amount for snacks
ii. Each roundtable has $200 budgeted
iii. Robinson—should look into issues with insurance using student fees to host events off campus

b. MHEC Resolution (Barbosa) [First Read]
i.  3 Priorities deal with bond issue, a funding formula, and student vote on Board of Governors Board
ii. Blankers- these are all ideas
iii. Polwort- more specific on line 15, maybe some examples
1. Believes that the final where-as clause (line 18) is insulting to the past student reps, and that there could be potential conflicts of interest as far as financial issues regarding faculty funding; and there would be an even number of voting members on the board of governors
2. Freeland- by not having a vote, the student rep can better represent student groups and show both positives and negatives
a. The student Rep on our Board doesn’t have issues—the Board always listens carefully and values the opinion and the Rep has always been successful at being advisory, but he can see other schools needing this kind of power
b. Doesn’t think there would be a conflict of interest because the person selected would be well qualified and able to put any potential biases behind, plus the idea of a student vote would be to represent a student’s ideals even if it doesn’t match faculty or staff or anyone else
3. Paulman- could see a conflict of interest in that the student could be seen as a boss/authority figure to the professor; would like it known he has applied for the position
4. Blankers- (a voting member of the Board can abstain from voting if a conflict arises); doesn’t think giving a student a vote is as controversial as was mentioned; thinks it is important to have a student vote because the student directly represents students, not the university as a whole—no one on the board is a student
5. Jost- it’s the student representative so it wouldn’t be as controversial because they are speaking on behalf of other students
6. Isaac- in the past, students have agreed to having a student vote; it would be more a problem if the student’s vote equaled that of a dean or a provost
a. Also, Lewis And Clark initiative has a list of construction/renovation priorities that each University presented, so specific examples may or may not be necessary
7. Barbosa- It’s important to keep in mind that this if for MHEC and all schools rights should be in mind; are these new concerns?
8. Freeland- to sum up his thoughts, he thinks our having a student vote on our Board would not be necessary but it would not harm anything either
9. Malin- I applied for this position; Mike is the messenger don’t shoot the messenger, let’s not attack someone who’s not here; Luke’s opinion is the most importance; if this went through and there was an even number of voting members what would happen?
a. Isaac- Board policy, they would handle it how they see fit
10. Isaac- this is going on the agenda no matter whether Truman approves it or not because it’s for all schools
c. Money Motion for Tapped DVD for $62 (Jost) [PASS]
i. Originally someone else was paying the shipping, but that’s not being paid for by anyone but shipping
