e. Discussion: Men’s Club Soccer Team
i. Wants funding for our regional tournament 
1. It costs $500, they currently have $100 and are selling wristbands, hoping to raise $200 more 
2. They are going to regional, are a really awesome team--last semester they beat the varsity team, and they have a great chance of going to nationals
a. This would reflect very well on the school
3. Asking for $200ish in order to attend tournament
4. FAC funded for referees and other fees
5. Baharaeen- has been a ref for 10 years and for the team for 2 years; believes they would represent Truman very well and make the school proud; knows how strapped for cash because of halved pay cuts; 
6. Malin- why isn’t the athletic department funding?
a. Asked Jerry, and got no response despite his past habits of responding to emails
7. Gordon- when is money needed?
a. October 28th is when the check is actually due
8. Dijak- how many people are going to be travelling
a. 20 people would go
b. Every fall, there is $50 per person in dues, and $1300 was collected in dues this year (goes towards extras that FAC doesn’t cover)
9. Gordon- budget issues right now, if you don’t need the check to the 28th, could we suspend discussion to the 16th ; but there is a 3 week window for approval of checks
10. Hague- sponsored women’s club basketball team to go to nationals a few years ago
11. Malin- if there’s no money from senate could you not go
a. Mike- yes, but most likely he would just pay for it out of his own pocket
12. Paulman- where would money come from in senate?
a. Nely- executive budget
13. Hague- thinks it would be good to support students; since this would be a positive reflection on Truman, and this is something that is actually supporting the student body and what they’re trying to do, creating tangible results
14. Polwort- agrees with Hague, and points out that the team has not just come to Senate as an easy way out; doesn’t think personal funds should be used to pay for $200 
15. Barbosa- doesn’t think we should fund it; it would create a precedent for supporting club sports at a regional tournament; may create issues as far as our precarious budget goes
16. Dijak- agrees with Barbosa; appreciates the program and their work; doesn’t support something that funds only 20 students because it doesn’t provide tangible benefits for all students
17. Pandey- it would look good that senate is helping out students and in the future we should create guidelines to discuss this kind of thing in more detail

V. Old Business
a. Money motion for $200 to Men’s Soccer Club  (Paulman)[PASS 8-3-6]
i. Paulman- this is a direct way to support the student body; we are spending the same amount on name tags
ii. Malin- appreciates the soccer team and thinks it’s important to help student organizations; but concerns over things such setting precedents 
iii. Gordon- supports supporting student organizations; our budget can fluctuate from $17-$41k; this causes worry for the kind of responsibilities senate would have in the future
iv. Nely- the only way for the team to get to the nationals is to first pass through regionals; if there were no clause in the grants that said the event has to occur on campus, they would receive a grant; since we have until October 27, we will have a time to figure out our budget; this is not saying we’re spending or not spending money tonight, it’s that we have the ability; doesn’t see that people will be swarming for money; it’s better to help one group if we can than to turn every group away; thinks we should help out where we can and that we can help here
v. Dijak- doesn’t think senate is the only way to reach tournament; it would set a dangerous precedent; the argument every time will be that it’s only $200; we should spend time on focusing on grand scale ideals rather than small issues that don’t affect large amounts of people; maybe amend the grants resolution 
vi. Barbosa- agrees with Dijak; they haven’t done everything they could have for funds; you have to prioritize; it’s not that we don’t support club supports, it’s that we only have so much money
vii. Blankers- it’s not doing the team any favors by saying they could get money and then not being able to assist them; setting a precedent of saying we should fund teams to get to regionals could start a bad cycle of going back and having to support all of them; still fully supports Truman athletics
a. Resolution to Fund the Presidents Round Table ( Nely/Owens) [PASS 15-0-2]
i. Exactly the same as last year, but it’s less than last year and different dates
ii. Owens- doesn’t mean all the money will actually be spent
iii. Gordon- it was “budgeted” $1600 for total amount spent, this asks for $1800; last year entire amount spent was $1390
b. Money Motion for Name Tags $230 (Nely) [PASS]

i. Way to get better visibility
ii. Friendly amendment to increase to $230 due to more people signing up than had been previously thought
c. Money Motion for Local Foods Dinner $200 (Jost) [PASS]
i. Part of budget every semester; good thing to support; positive for whole community
ii. Barbosa- did it for the first time ever last semester; 
1. It was in the fall budget but it was under the Earth Week budget for the spring semester
iii. Oberkrom- didn’t it already happen?
1. Jost- yes it gets paid for after it has already occurred
2. Flanagan- the cost is per person who walks through the door with Sodexo; everything before is an invoice so no money is spent until after the event 
iv. Malin- what would happen if senate didn’t help?
1. Nely- Eco would probably have to pay for it out of pocket; even after our cost cutting budget last year, we still helped support it last year
v. Malin- would like to in the future pay for it beforehand

VI. Discussion Items 
a. 2011-2012 Budget (Nely)

i. Basic run down: had an unprecedented rollover from last year; about $12,000 has been taken from the rollover and the reasoning has been given that it’s to pay for fees from student’s using senate as scholarship hours
1. Working on figuring out why this is occurring and how to deal with it
2. Worst case scenario= they will continue taking money out in future years, halving the budget we are given from the student supported fees
3. Other scenarios are generally positive; we will either have $2000 in padding or $13000
4. Malin- wants to make sure that the use of student fees is being addressed
