i. Nely-Explanation for email earlier—realizes now and has figured out the situation, and there are no hard feelings

1. It’s important to get some sort of official statement in order to allow for an objective way to enforce whatever we want to enforce

2. Nely’s opinion—doesn’t change any of our current actions (you don’t get kicked out for not just dressing up, but you are highly encouraged to dress in business casual) or change rules or enforcement power or anything

3. This also allows everyone to get their opinions out before the time comes when we need to be dressed up or don’t have enough time
4. Dean and President both acknowledged that wearing dress clothes can improve your work ethic, if it’s your choice
ii. Gordon- discussion has been going on far too long but isn’t going anywhere

1. that being said, it is a good idea—it doesn’t hurt senate at all, it isn’t binding, and doesn’t change much at all. students have said they often feel that senate meetings are stuffy and senators are unapproachable.

iii. Blankers- this is more appropriate than a verbal agreement because, though there is no enforcement in place, it clarifies everything
