3. Bike Co-o building new place with a green roof by the rec center, and Home Depot would be able to help fund it
4. We want to show that we support them despite publicity that we may not—so think of ways to show that we do care about them
a. Maybe have a “grand opening” for the new place, and they could try and get a grant for whatever event they would like to hold
ii. Eco Olympic
1. Had a great meeting today, and talked about things that need to get accomplished to get it started next year in the dorms
2. Still open positions if you want to get involved
3. Pretty much it will be a selective process to get into the committee, which will include members from across campus. Most likely will either be through Reslife or a subcommittee because the chartering process is currently on hold

V. Old Business
1. Branding Video Money Motion [$250] (Dijak) [Pass]
a) Isaac- Pretty much, student affairs committee will work out what they want the video to look like, and send it out to the contractors in Kirksville. Then exec will vote on which contractor they feel they would like to create the video, and will then bring their choice to Senate body to see if they like it
b) Hope to have who we want by break so it can get started right after it

c) The idea was brought up that it may be a waste to have exec get involved

d) Erin- Process is good, it’s better to be safe than sorry because there will be no question as to how things are happening. Also supports the video and the amount of money

e) Question posed if the body could just reject whoever Exec selected as contractor

f) Nely- So there will be no third person liaison? (No) If anyone is having second thoughts, now is the time to do it instead of later on when we’ve already spent money on it
a. Isaac- if the money motion passes tonight, it’s passed. By coming back and telling senate body, it’s just a commonality. Going off technicalities, exec can still say too bad senate and ask the contractor anyway if they reject the idea later on, or go to other contractors if that’s what they feel they should do. But by passing the money motion, senate is approving whatever contractor gets chosen
2. Recruitment Video Money Motion [$250] (Dijak) [Pass]
a) Same deal as what was discussed for the last motion

b) Erin- this video is less important; recruitment isn’t the biggest deal comparatively to the other one. If there is some place to reduce costs, then this video is probably the place to do it. Still supports the video though.

c) John- thinks the exact opposite. Didn’t have any idea about Senate until last semester, and that it is a great opportunity to get involved. And if we want to keep getting quality people to join, it comes from adding more applicants than can fit. He was just not aware of the awesomeness that is senate before speaking to someone in it, and these videos will help more students like himself
d) Nely- agrees with Erin. It’s important to portray senate in a more positive light, and this might offset the positive light because it is expensive

e) Dijak- agrees that it’s a lot of money but professional production is not cheap. He would hate to underspend and it not be a good movie and just be a waste of money. The best way to add people to senate is to have a rocking video. It’s better to have more people coming in at election time. It will also be able to be reused in the future

f) Isaac- we do spend a lot of money on posters anyway, he fully supports both videos, and although it’s a lot of money on the front end it will end up being a great investment.
g) Brett- fully supports everything. Recruitment should not only be for elections, it should be for everything and committees all year. Primary place of viewing the internet? (Yes)

h) Molly-fully supports both videos, the branding video will get our name out, and the recruitment video shows the opportunities that will be found in the senate (leadership, resume building, fun, etc)

i) Colleen (SAB)- likes the idea of branding. Says that we should not spend much money on the contractors because that is something that students pay attention to. Also have as many ways to get people to be able to see the video- Dean Gilchrist is very good at spreading information she loves getting people involved, put it on Truman.edu, etc.
j) Clara- how can we get the video on the Truman homepage?

a. Danny- in the past, we’ve looked into the homepage and posters

k) Vedran- Will this be a youtube video? (yes- released on youtube and put on Facebook) How will be able track/create traffic for this video?

a. Dijak- strategy: Content has not been created. At ex comm, the potential video content will be discussed. Release: Youtube will have the video put onto a student senate account, and then it will be put into the Facebook advertising. Believes that some people that should join senate don’t know about it, and don’t know how to make the first steps, and both videos will help with this.
b. Vedran- Doesn’t want the video to end up just being a lighthearded/ridiculous/goofy movie

c. Isaac- the branding campaign is a direct response to student input on lack of information. Getting as many students involved as possible is the best way to create the best senate. Also believes that short videos can definitely work effectively as well as portray the organization in a positive, serious manner.
