11. Activities Fee Slate (Motion) [PASS]
a. Accept this part of the OAF Report
b. Major change was not putting Student Readership program increase on the ballot so that it can just immediately be delegated to the FAC so they can use it next fall


12. Athletics Fee Slate (Motion) [PASS]
a. David: Great document, big improvement from last week Problem lies with the ballot language & use of “all students” (hard standard to meet)

b. Isaac: This is a fee that benefits campus as a whole; therefore the fee must support projects for everyone should they desire to have to use it
c. David: Would projects that increase safety for students but not necessarily benefit them be accepted under the new fee?

d. Erin: Agrees with David, there have been some safety issues in the past (with the weight room); overwhelming support because by improving things only good for athletics, it is good for whole program which can enhance campus as a whole, even if it’s indirectly affecting nonathletes
e. Friendly amendment change to “all” on ballot language
f. David: maybe use “give priority to all students” which would still give students the voice
g. Michele: Many students she’s spoken with supports the athletics fee
h. Fei: Benefits to all students
i. Michael: Point of information; friendly amendment already made as to the ballot language

a. Athletics are underrepresented; but this fee should be on the ballot because students should be seen as the smartest in MO, and should be given the choice regardless of how much people think they know

j. Andrew: What do you do about uniformed voters? What do you tell athletes who have to deal with cuts because of uninformed voters?

k. Slok: Losing money shouldn’t be the main focus, students’ voice should; we should spend time to inform voters
l. Charles: Senate is a representative body- point of representative body is to do things in order to eliminate all the problems with giving all voices to senate such as time and not being informed 

a. Also problems with having so many senate members/representatives on the committee
m. Isaac: As a note; the President of the Student Associate is not the president of the senate, but is in charge of giving the voice to the student and therefore not a voice for senate; that power more resides with speaker of the senate
n. Charles: Another problem is what to do with this upcoming summer—the slate does not mention it.

o. Danny: personal attacks on ANY PARTY are not an accepted/progessive part of discussion because the bodies here are all legitimate and that is not arguable point and should not occur during discussion
p. Slok: You can’t have it both ways—can’t charge senate with being in charge but then say we can’t be; questioning Truman Student’s ability
q. Michael: Now very much in favor of this new committee; now sees that as far as the economy goes, this fee is needed; problem has been with lack of student input on these projects, and this committee solves that; membership is very representative of student input
r. Jerry: Thanks OAF committee for your work

a. No problem with accountability committee, willing to work with anybody

b. A byproduct of improving varsity athletics has improved campus as a whole

s. Isaac: Committee is the best deal for students—the current committee is weak and doesn’t give the students much authority; new committee gives a “strong voice for the students”
a. Senate will have responsibility to put item on the ballot if the process is not followed in the future (can be before the next review)

b. To deal with issues of this summer there will just have to be a verbal agreement

c. This committee fixes things for everyone who has dropped the ball—it forces the senate through deadlines and takes that power away if it doesn’t work 
d. Whether or not you agree with/like senate, this committee covers all the mission statements for Truman

e. It’s time to make a decision and do our job tonight
t. David: Completely agree with Isaac

a. Concern now is the people whose roles are loosely defined—what they will do, or report; also an issue is with their nomination process
u. Matt: No to verbal agreement for what will occur for this summer; something needs to put into this document for specifically summer to avoid risk of losing 3 months of planning and/or use of fee

a. Other issue= committee chairman’s ability to schedule meetings 48 hours in advance- there needs to be a way to accommodate athletes

b. Also what is meant by “staggering” membership?
v. Isaac: Membership will be for 2 years, and people who are elected this semester may be elected for 1 year or 2 years in order to start this process
w. 10 Minute Recess

x. Kyle: Friendly Amendments under subsection 4: (New) Clause 4- All members (minus President of Student association) shall be elected to serve a term of 2 years; Clause 5: Starting in 2011- 2012 school year, the female varsity, student government rep(even if they’re an associate senator), and student media rep will serve one year teams, other half of members will serve 2 years

y. Amanda: Friendly Amendment: changing meeting times power to be a more of a group decision and require 48 hour notification

z. Dean Gilrchrist- this is new waters for everyone; nothing like this has really existed; the student athletics fee is a hybrid, and so there will be some growing pains, but understand that this document is not perfect and will need to be reviewed and probably changed some more
