i. TSU is part of the governor’s initiative on course redesign: partnering with NCAT to improve course outcomes and delivery through technology, and using a grant that challenges them to create a series of courses that can be shared amongst schools in the state
ii. Truman representatives went to a prior meeting to listen to information about these programs
iii. They are looking to redesign Health 195/196 (Has passed UGC)
iv. Takes 13 sections of about 80 students and develop a hybrid course; there would be both online and in person experiences
v. Basic idea is to standardize experience so everyone has a similar outcome rather than random different classes
vi. Now, he wants to make sure Student Government is familiar with what is being proposed
vii. Also wants to know if we have any ideas as to how to help shape the course
viii. Hopes to have a parallel sections course in Spring 2012 semester where there are students taking the original course and students taking the new course idea, then take the same final
1. They will also gather information on basic student outcomes—whether they like it 
ix. If this went fine, next fall there would be only Health 198/198L courses (the newly design class) to gather more information
x. Participation is a huge political deal for the school—it would be the only school not participating in the state of MO
xi. Won’t move forward though if it’s not supported by faculty and students
xii. Still in full design mode—have a syllabus but it stills needs to have finishing touches
xiii. Ideal would be to get students to voluntarily enroll in one or the other course
xiv. Redesign course would be worth 3 credits mainly because TSU is the only institution in the state with a fitness/wellness combined course that’s less than 4 credits, and causes difficulty with transferability
1. also hours of students in “seat time” are in class 2 hours a week with only 1.5 credits being assigned
2. new class would add a few more assignments to provide a more in depth exploration of personal well being and to assign credit based on how much time is spent for the class
xv. Leaves military science credit (2 credits) available
xvi. Question is to see how it changes the LSP requirement
xvii. Students have commented that personally wellness is important to them
xviii. hope is to be able to tailor the class to their own use
xix. Tried to build in processes that have students interact with their professor to eliminate the feel of not having a teacher for a specific course
xx. There are more outcomes that require more than low levels of understanding/engagement
xxi. It will be set up that there are around 50 total assignments, some will be required and some will be grouped together and you choose one
xxii. In health 198 there will be a 0 credit pass/fail lifetime activity lab that is taught by students under supervision of faculty, which provides a high impact transformational activity
xxiii. Will be speaking at Faculty Senate tomorrow about this course
xxiv. Whoo Ex Comm approves!!!!
