i. has looked at other school’s policies—Mizzou, UCM, Harvard all have dry campuses but allow for wet tail-gating
ii. will suggest there be many rules and regulations if it is allowed ie. can’t bring hard liquor, distilled alcohol, can’t play rapid consumption
iii. will make sure checking for ID’s occurs
iv. study looked at small Midwestern university that instituted a similar thing from 2003-2004 to see if it would change amount of alcohol students consumed from one year to the next, and it absolutely did not 
v. have student from campus Jewish group that’s in favor of the policy
vi. A few concerns that have come include:
1. The survey was set up may not be conclusive because of how it’s set up
2. Because it’s being limited to football, it’s a prejudice to other sports
a. But the first trial was at a football game, so the point is to start small as experiments and if it works, look to see if can extend it
i. questions asked about dry campus policies vs. people drinking later on still on campus
b. but it is the same as if people went to the bars and came back on a Friday night; also will recommend to have tailgating end at an early time
i. Other recommendations are to move tailgating to parking lot behind stadium to further encourage people to go to the stadium and to help people who may be drunk from walking too far
ii. Will recommend a section for “alcohol free” zone for people who want to tailgate without being near those who are drinking
iii. Also charging to get in and drink, which would help with both having paid and have proved your ID
vii. HUGE amount of feedback
viii. same kind of limitations: have beer, wine coolers, ciders, use university sanctioned cups
ix. will meet tomorrow to finalize everything as much as possible
