Student Senate Minutes

I. General meeting of the Student Senate was called to order by Speaker Van Amburg at 6 pm

a. Absent from the meeting were members: Ethics Justice Pierson, Chairwoman Maness, Chairman Mann, and Senators Meyer, Riess, Szewczyk and Udev.

b. Also attending the meeting was: Kyle Hill, Nancy Dahlby, Kelsey Umbarger, Tyler Paige, Ryan Kirchner, Libby Piel

c. Gallery Introductions/Business

i. FAC Slate- Chairwoman Umbarger moved the FAC slate for approval by the Student Senate, seconded by Senator Kelchen. 

1. The slate is now public. 

2. Wisa- noticed that most of events funded are speakers and non speakers are not funded. Why? 

3. No specific reason for this. They looked at what was being addressed not necessarily how they message was being delivered

4. Many are partial funded why- this is mostly ICA groups and they used this for all the groups b/c they will still go on and the money is just helping them. 

5. Do you have adequate funds to do what you want to do? Yes but they were shorter this semester due to decreased enrollment- could have used about $6,000 more 

6. Bonner- asked about the specific org- look for something that will draw a large attendance

7. Wisa- how much should a 3000 to 5000 dollar event draw in student attendence- there is no cut off there that we consider but it depends on the competitiveness of the slate. Prism wasn’t funded b/c only 150 people would be reached and they wouldn’t have been able to fun all of the 150 people even. 

8. Kelchen- need to remember that we can only examine the slate as a whole and whether they upheld their constitution so don’t look at individual events

9. Crawford- looking at the big picture of the slate and the FAC mission which says they will strive to promote a diversity of events on campus and yet most of the funded events are speakers and so many others of the things could have engaged students more in the liberal arts culture of the university- we don’t have to just have speakers- encourages everyone to really look at and consider that before we vote on it 

10. Poindexter- may I inquire of president whether she supports the slate and she says no. To Kelsey- when looking at different events how do you consider partial funding- however they do ask groups if they could do their event with partial funding- they did spend 9 hours considering these things though and they did not just throw this together

11. Kappel- why does some speakers get food and other don’t- consider them individually not as a whole

12. Rusell- do you ask set questions to each org or do they vary- they do indeed vary from group to group with no real basis

13. Wisa- doesn’t think funding speakers reach out to more students, there are other things that can be done such as advertising and while he commends them on their efforts in the slate there seems to be a logic flaw

14. Seibert- interesting that the stonewall group’s second event was the only thing fully funded; and it seems very homogenous

15. Paige- have to look at event by event but have to look at prior planning and want to be sure that events are going to happen so money doesn’t go wasted- they want to spend all of the money each semester so students who pay the fee gets the benefit 

16. Adams- what is the point of revisions- often it is for things that FAC can’t fund so they ask for revisions and then make changes

17. Graber yields to Poindexter- inquires of president- knows that she has issues with the variety of events and perhaps that violates their mission but it seems that there are a lot of things behind the scenes that we don’t see so could you respond to that and tell us whether you think it is stacked in favor of speakers or is it these other things that we don’t see; Crawford- would rather that prism rep give their story for funding application

18. Wisa- prism was in a unique situation and they can’t really give a good sample; 

19. Poindexter- is this to narrow due to process FAC used or because of groups that applied 

20. Wisa- says that no we really can’t see that 

21. Poindexter- were groups more prepared this year or no 

22. Paige- don’t know for sure but we like to see prior planning want to see as much detail as possible

23. Kelchen- very concerned with the food that stonewall got and other groups didn’t; would like to see that eliminated

24. Kappel- SSDP- asked for three separate things and but got money only for speaker and not the band or training workshop; prep was the same for all three events

25. Umbarger- when asked how many could participate in training you said only 30-40

26. Kelchen- came to his attention that food can’t be funded for an event in your constitution in article 7 section 2.; that is part of the speakers honorarium though and that is allowed

27. Umbarger- if you want to pass the slate and then tell us to remove that we can

28. Seibert- we have to consider whether this holds true to the FAC constitution; however the partial funding for everyone seems to hurt smaller groups 

29. Wisa- moves for roll call vote 

30. Secretary called the roll 

31. By a vote of 7-10-2 the slate has been rejected and Crawford will write a letter within three days and the failed slate is public
